Charity: 
The Valspar Championship is operated by the not-for-profit 
organization Copperheads Charities, Inc., which has raised  
over $50 million since 1977 for charitable initiatives.

Safety 
For your personal safety, we ask that you exercise due care at all 
times.

Please do not 
step under or over ropes. Never cross fairways except at designated 
crossover areas.

First Aid and EMS Services 
Provided by Tampa General Hospital and located by the 18th green. 
In the event of an accident or injury on the golf course, proceed to 
First Aid or contact a Gallery Marshal or Tournament Official with a 
radio. They will contact First Aid or EMS to assist you.

Severe Weather 
The PGA TOUR will monitor the weather daily during tournament 
week. In the event of thunderstorms, lightning or other severe 
weather, “Weather Warning” information will be displayed on 
the electronic scoreboards around the golf course. When these 
warnings appear, fans are advised to take precautions and seek 
shelter immediately. The electronic scoreboards will keep fans 
advised as to the length of the delay in play; however, in the 
event of severe weather or lightning, avoid the following areas: 
bleachers, tall or isolated trees, hill tops or other high areas, 
open fields, golf carts, lakes and ponds, metal fences, barricades, 
hospitality venues, etc.

Special viewing platforms for spectators in 
wheelchairs are located at the 18th green and 1st tee. For the safety 
of all concerned, it is suggested that those using wheelchairs or 
similar transport use the hard-surfaced roads, cart paths and flat 
observation areas as much as possible. The grass is often damp and 
becomes very slippery on sloped areas. Limited on-course mobility 
shuttles will be available throughout the course.

The players have until 5:00 p.m. on the Friday of the week 
preceding the tournament to officially commit to playing in 
the Valspar Championship.

Youth Policy 
Children ages 15 and under are admitted free of charge with a 
properly credentialed adult.
